All through
school I never had a problem with Math, until Algebra came along. 
The second memory was the fact that Rita actually saved my life.
She liked to take me along with her at times. Once again, I was 7
years old and Rita was going to the Boys Club, either for a football
game or a cheerleader tryout. When it was over Aunt Shirley hadn’t
shown up, so we started walking down Shorter Avenue towards
home. We had stopped at a mom and pops store to buy some
candy when across the street some neighborhood friends and their
mom drove up and asked if we needed a ride home. We said yes
and I stupidly started walking towards the street. Just as I started
across, Rita grabbed the back of my blouse and pulled me back. An
old car was driving by at the time and my palms and knees made
contact with it. Old black paint showed up where I had sideswiped
the car. The man driving stopped to make sure I was alright. I don’t
really remember much after that. Being 7, I probably started crying.
I’m pretty sure I wouldn’t be here today if she hadn’t acted so
quickly.
